Samaritan House staff reviewed the CSBG 2022 program reports and updates, including services provided, clients served, financial reports, 
and customer service survey results. 
 
Reviewed reports, showing that from January 1, 2022 through December 31, 2022, the CSBG 2022 grant has served 109 households and 
198 individuals have been served (January 1, 2022 – December 31, 2022). Rental assistance and security deposits were the most common 
type of financial assistance. 100% of known households are still housed 6mo after rental assistance. 
 
La Trice also provided a summary of a client story as an example of the way that these CSBG-funded services assist clients.

Community Action Plan (CAP) 

• Every 2 years, the State requires each CAA to complete a Community Action Plan (CAP) about community demographics, needs in 
our community, what can this funding source do to meet that need, etc. The state provides a specific template with many sections 
to complete the CAP. 

• Before our next meeting (May 16), HSA will write the draft CAP report and will also collect information from community members 
via a survey, which will include requesting the Core Service Agencies. . We will walk through the draft report at the next meeting 
and ask for your approval.  

• At the May 16th meeting, the CAA will review the CAP and vote to approve. 
• The finalized CAP is due to the state on June 30.
